Semen analysis

Only the Intended Parent who is considering being the biological father needs to have their
semen analysed. If you are considering straight surrogacy, this needs to be done prior to
membership. However if you are only considering host surrogacy, it can be done at your
IVF clinic and is not necessary prior to membership

STl testing
For couples considering straight surrogacy, STI testing must be done prior to
membership, and both Intended Parents must be tested. If you are only considering host

surrogacy, it can be done at your IVF clinic and is not necessary prior to membership.

If testing is required, the following tests should be completed:

e HIV

e Hepatitis Band C
e Chlamydia

e Gonorrhoea

e Syphillis

In addition, Genital Herpes can cause complications in pregnancy and childbirth; however a
test is not readily available. If you have ever been infected with Genital Herpes, you must
inform us at the time of making your application.
